Fukushima City is located in the northern part of the Nakadori region of Fukushima Prefecture, in a basin surrounded by the majestic Azuma
Mountain Range to the west and the gently sloping Abukuma Highlands to the east.

In the center of the city lies the verdant Mt. Shinobu. The Arakawa River, which has been rated the best river in Japan for 12 consecutive
years for its water quality, and the Surikami River, which supplies the northern part of the prefecture with high-quality water, join the
Abukuma River, which flows from north to south through the city area.

The unique climate and topography of the basin are utlized in agriculture, and visitors can enjoy seasonal fruits such as strawberries in
spring, cherries in early summer, peaches in mid-summer, pears and grapes in autumn, and nectar filled apples in early winter. Visitors can
experience fruit picking at sightseeing orchards.

In the suburbs, there are three hot springs, each with unique characteristics: Iizaka, Tsuchiyu, and Takayu. In the city, the "Fukushima
Flower Corridor" is a tourist symbol of flower attractions, and visitors can enjoy food culture such as Enban Gyoza, and some of Japans best
sake, made by local brewers. Fukushima City is also promoting the "Koseki Yuji"' town development project, utilising the legacy of the serial
TV novel "Yell", making it a truly vibrant city.

As the capital of the prefecture and the hub of the northern Fukushima region, Fukushima City has a concentration of administrative,
industrial, educational, medical and other facilities. It is an hour and a half away from Tokyo on the Tohoku Shinkansen, and is a junction on
the Tohoku Juukan Expressway and the Tohoku Chuo Expressway.

Going forward, while firmly protecting our daily lives and business activities, we must look ahead to the changing future, and accelerate
measures to address population decline, digitalization that is friendly to the elderly, and decarbonization. While promoting immigration and
settlement, we will aim to become a city that people want to continue to living in. We will enhance safety and security in the face of disasters
and medical and welfare needs, improve childcare support and education, promote industry, and create an environment where women can play
an active role.

Fukushima City will take on the challenge of a new stage of citizen joint development with hope.
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
